be recognized and a significant hurdle for coaches to surpass in their
careers,

Those coaches to be recognized in the 3 Point Circle will be honored
within a special section of the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Fame by individual name, with their school name(s) and town, and
their record upon their date of honor. This will be a permanent display
within fhe Basketball Hall of Fame ‘

The objective of the program is to link the Basketball Hall of Fame
with those dedicated people at the most important grass roots level—
the high school coach—and allow recognition of these individuals to
take place amangst. “the best of the best” in the game. ‘



There is no cost for a coach to be “nominated” and recognized
within the Hall of Fame for this accomplishment. We anticipate
unveiling the inaugural “class” of 3 Point Circle honorees in
the summer of 2010 and to do that we need your help. We
ask your help in identifying all or as many as possible boys and
girls coaches from your state who have reached the 300, 400,
and 500 win level whether they are still active, retired, or
deceased.

Please take 2 moment to review the attached form and reply via
the methods listed on the form so that we can begin tabulating
those from your state who have reached these mil estones, ] am
hopeful that each State Association has a comprehensive listing
but if not I ask that you also supply the names of potential

Our plan is to also seek “nominations” from the general public,
schools, and coaches themselves which we will cross-tabulate
with your data, Further, to insure accuracy we will likely seek
assistance from your organization in verifying the number of
wins from individuals whose names do not come through a State
High School Association office.
